General Information

The school year in Kenya is January — December, with vacation breaks throughout the year.

Your monthly contribution is due by the 10th of the month. Contributions may also be sent quarterly, semi-
annual, or annually.

Christmas gift (555). While optional, the only way we “send” gifts to our kids is by contributing funds so the
Kenyan team can shop for a child’s outfit (535) and deliver Christmas dinner to the family ($20). A reminder with
those details is sent to you each October.

We do not encourage sending packages to Kenya. Not only will you pay exorbitant shipping charges, but the
Kenyans will also have to pay import fees and taxes to retrieve the package. These costs often exceed the price
you paid to ship the package.

We encourage you to contact us if you would like to send a small gift. We will try to accommodate it in our
mission team’s luggage.
